Hope for Haiti’s Children 
An Update 

 

We asked Tonya Hunt, Manager of US Operations for Hope for Haiti’s Children, if they 

could send us materials to have on hand at our Shad Derby booth.  The materials have 

arrived and she sent this update as well: 

 

“Although schools are all back up and running, our main focus has shifted in 

the past 3 months to taking care of the 800 children that are already in our  

program.  There are projects to rebuild schools and find sustainable shelter 

for them.   The good news is – we are in the process of bringing more chil-

dren into the orphanage.  The orphans and children whose parents simply 

cannot provide for them are too many to count.  Our orphanage currently 

holds 44 children.  We are in the process of building bunk beds so that we 

can bring in 24 more.  All of these children will need sponsors for both edu-

cation ($32/month) and orphan care ($60/month).  Each week, we add a few 

more.  This is so exciting.  When I was in Haiti last February, I expected to 

feel much sadness on seeing the orphanage.  Instead, it was the cleanest and 

happiest place we visited.  The children there are safe, fed, clothed, and 

cared for.  It was like a little city on a hill – a beacon of hope.”
